Overview:





This document describes the protocol used for communications between the PC, and the 16F84 that controls the Fluffy programmer. This communication can take place via the PC serial port (RS232), or via the PC parallel port. The protocol itself is more or less identical, regardless of which physical interface is used. All communication between the PC and Fluffy occurs in small synchronous packets. In eac
